
 
 

This map details the percentage of state territory owned by the federal 
government. The top 10 list of states with the highest percentage of 
federally owned land looks like this: 

1. Nevada           84.5%  
2. Alaska            69.1%  
3. Utah               57.4%  
4. Oregon           53.1%  
5. Idaho              50.2%  
6. Arizona           48.1%  
7. California        45.3%  
8. Wyoming         42.3%  
9. New Mexico     41.8%  
10. Colorado          36.6%  

How much land does the Federal Government need?   
 
The Department of Defense is moving forward with a land acquisition at 
the Pinon Canyon Maneuver Site despite federal legislation explicitly 
denying funds for such a purchase.  The Pentagon says that they "will 
settle for 100,000 acres" but this is actually the first phase of their planned 



acquisition of up to 5 million acres.  Colorado Congressional Delegates are 
outraged at the Pentagon’s disregard for the intent of their legislation.
